Displays.

Shared Areas:

· Double mounted.

· Best work used.

· Borders used.

· These are to be changed at least once per term.

· Boards are designated for subjects/themes agreed in Sept. which classes will be allocated.

· Titles - writing should be legible and neat.

· There should be a clear explanation of the display e.g use of learning objective and task.

· Should use varied fonts/formats.

· Some displays should be interactive.

· Should include a variety of languages (where appropriate).

Classroom displays:

· Celebration of learning.

· Information for learning.

· A reflective area should be in each classroom.

· Working wall – should show progression.

· Should be at child-friendly height (where possible).
· Should show an overview of what the curriculum topics/themes are.

· Titles - writing should be legible and neat.

· There should be a clear explanation of the display e.g use of learning objective and task.

Always on display for information:

· Timetables.
· Golden Rules.
· Wet play rules/procedure.
· Classroom rules.

General Learning Environment.

· Classrooms should be purposefully organised, be tidy and clear of clutter on a day-to-day basis.

· The room should be organised so that children are facing the board and that individual needs are catered for (e.g. hearing loss).

· Writing on the boards and displays should be neat and legible.

· Learning objectives and success criteria should be displayed.

· Children should have a checklist of resources they need and no other items should be brought in e.g no large pencil cases.

· Vocabulary should be on display for the children to use, they should know where this is situated.
· Targets evident?

· Resources should:

· Be well organised.
· Be labelled.
· Be accessible.
· Be relevant.

· Promote children’s independence.

· Assessment for Learning:

· Use of learning partners/talk partners should be evident in the classroom.
· Self-assessment opportunities should be provided.

· Peer assessment should be used.

· Exercise books should be neat and tidy and labelled properly.
· Marking should be as per the school policy and by up-to-date.

· Worksheets should not be stuck into exercise books as this is a waste of paper – alternatives e.g. folders should be used.
